
BDBA Online Scorecard Entry 
 

To log in to the BDBA website, first click the ‘team captain login’ link at the top-right of any page 

 

 

And enter the username and password provided (you will be able to change your password to 

something more memorable later) 

 

Once logged in, you have several available menu options: 

 

Enter Results 

Here, you will be able to see the list of fixtures for all teams that you have access to, and enter the 

results of those matches once they have been played. For example: 

 

On or after the day when a match is due to be played, a  button will appear for that match to allow 

you to enter the result. 

After clicking this button, you will need to enter the players and scores from the match. First click the 

‘Match has been played’ checkbox, and then fill in the form as you would normally fill in a scorecard 



 

 

Once all of the players and scores are entered, click ‘Submit’ 

 

Once a scorecard is entered, it will show as Entered, but not Confirmed in the list. While it is in this 

state, you can make further changes to it if you realise that you made a mistake initially. 

 

 

Confirm Results 

When a team representative submits the results of a match, someone from the other team needs to 

review it, and confirm that it is correct. 

 

 

Click the  button next to the match that you want to confirm, check that the scorecard looks right, 

and then click ‘Confirm’ 



 

Once submitted and confirmed, a scorecard cannot be altered, except by a league administrator 

 

Enter Fixtures 

You can enter or modify any fixtures for your team through this option.   

 

Click ‘add a new fixture’, or the ‘edit’ button next to an existing fixture. Then enter or modify the 

details of the fixture. Note that it’s important to enter dates in ‘yyyy-mm-dd’ format, or use the 

calendar button to choose a date. Also, you will only be able to enter a fixture when it involves your 

club 

 

You can make changes to fixture details at any time, for example if one has to be rearranged to a 

different date. If you want to see the history of changes made to a fixture, this is available through 

the normal BDBA website, on the fixtures page 

 

The ‘history’ page will show all changes to the fixture details, entered scores etc, along with who 

made them and when
