Matters Arising

There were no matters arising from the Minutes.

Chairman’s Address

Chairman thanked the club representatives for attending the meeting and also the committee for their work during the year.  Chairman was thanked from the floor for his efforts.

Treasurer’s Report

Report was circulated at the meeting, showing a starting point of £580.73 and ending with £657.12.  The main expense this year was trophies of the Tournament, which will be re-used. Although this seemed a good increase, a fund is required to ensure working capital for tournaments.  Even if tournaments are self funding, payments out for courts/shuttles etc needed to be made before entry fees were received.  
It was agreed that league fees stay as they are for 2007/2008, but it is likely that these will be increased for the following season. 

Match Secretary’s Report

There were more match cancellations and postponements in the latter part of the year than usual, this was due to clubs having issues with court time and team injuries. The matches overran the season.  Few matches were played in September. 
It was suggested that the clubs try to play more matches earlier in the season, in September where possible, to reduce the necessity to overrun towards the end of the season.

The proposal for pre-stamped match cards is because the average time to return a match card has been longer than the time stated in the rules.  The match secretary will chase the home team to return the cards if not received within 8 days. It was suggested that the home team return the match card, so that the match secretary knows who to chase.
Tournament Secretary’s Report

There were a good number of entries in both the mens and ladies tournament. The tournament slightly over ran timing wise but not by much.

Bracknell scoring system - Mavnell

Question was asked regarding how complicated the Bracknell scoring was to implement. The response was that it is easy to implement. Aldershot & Camberley league also run the same scoring system.

            The clubs present agreed that the Bracknell scoring system provided an incentive for clubs to win the last games played in a match.
2. Suggestion regarding Mens teams from Reading and Country
In the mens division if two teams from the same club end up in the same division then they should field a team of 6, instead of a teams of 4.  There are currently 3 clubs in Mens Division A who have enter a team of 6, Silver Fox, Reading and Country  and Windsor Phoenix.
Following a discussion it was agreed that while clubs have the option to field a team of 6, it would not be imposed. 
It was suggested that a club if they had sufficient members could field a team of 6, and a team of 4.
